e We are committed to creating inclusive environment where diversity is supported, and students feel safe
to bring their whole selves to school.

e Allegations and concerns relating to the safety and wellbeing of our school community will be treated
very seriously and consistently with our policies and procedures.

e We are committed to preventing child abuse, identifying risks early and removing and reducing these
risks.

e Everyone has a role to ensure children are safe — if something does not feel right, speak up. If you have
any concerns about any inappropriate behaviours in the school community, you should speak to the
Principal or Assistant Principal. If this would not be appropriate in the circumstances, you can contact the
South Western Victoria Regional Office of the Department of Education on 1300 333 232.
